April 5, 2017 minutes were reviewed. Johanna DeYoung moved to accept the minutes as corrected. Donna Morris seconded. Motion passed unanimously.

	Treasurer’s Report

· Operational Plan
· Improve Financial Stability
Beth Stewart discussed the current grants and partnerships with DentaQuest Foundation (DQF), Texas Health Institute (THI), Texas Medical Foundation (TMF) and Midwest Dental. The status of each was discussed with the Board.  

MetaSoft proposal and conference call was discussed. After discussion, Nancy Cline moved to not hire Medisoft for their funding sources. Maria Wellisch seconded. Motion was unanimously approved.

Letters of Interest need to be developed to have ready to be utilized for potential funding.

· Beth Stewart opened the discussion RE recruiting and membership. Upon discussion, recruiting and membership topics were referred to the Board Governance Committee to develop criteria for Board positions. Nancy Cline asked members to send her names for nomination suggestions for positions that will be elected this year. There will be three (3) Director positions to fill in the coming year.  
· Membership Dues were discussed. Various amounts and categories, individual, student and organizational, were discussed. The following motions were made:
· Johanna DeYoung moved to have Academic/Institutional Membership for $350.00 /year, which will allow students/faculty to join with no additional dues. Seconded by Donna Morris. Motion was unanimously approved.

· Strengthen Convening Activities
Beth Stewart discussed the upcoming 2017 Texas Oral Health Summit.  The theme will be Building Healthily Communities Together. Dates will be November 9-11, 2017. · Build Community Capacity for Community Water Fluoridation (CWF)
· Bell County has scheduled community events to promote fluoridation: July 21 and August 13, 2017. The TxOHC is assisting in the development of infographic materials to be distributed.  
· Buda TX is having an CWF forum on Tuesday, October 17, 2017. They are set to start with donated fluoridation equipment. The City Council is placing CWF as a referendum on the November ballot.

· Developing Marketing Tools
The Board discussed the contents of the Board marketing Toolkit. It was approved.
