· Executive Directors’ Report

· Ms. Stewart submitted the Texas Medical Foundation Health Quality Institute (TMF) partner proposal.  The proposal targets training nurses and nursing homes in oral health care delivery.  TxOHC would be the training provider.
· Ms. Stewart attended the Oral Health Metric Summit and BSS training in August 17-18, 2016 in Austin.  She gave a brief summary of the meeting and training.  She shared her excitement about the data collection.
· Health Resources in Action (HRiA):  TxOHC received a mini grant to work on the Killeen/Belton Community Water Fluoridation project CWF).  She attended the Training and Technical Assistance meeting in Belton on August 23, 2016.  The Temple Daily Telegram printed a correction to their article per our request.
· Matching Challenge goal.  We are currently under our targeted Challenge goal. These monies were designated to support the TxOHC infrastructure.   Ms. Stewart encouraged the Board to seek donations to help meet our goal. 
· Ms. Stewart participated in a conference call August 26, 2016 concerning Houston’s CWF issue.
· Ms. Stewart presented at the Water Operators Meeting in Cedar Park.  She was invited by DSHS TMF to speak about Oral Health and Community Water Fluoridation..
· Ms. Stewart co-facilitated four listening sessions with the Texas Health Institute (THI) in Houston, Austin, El Paso and Tyler in August and September, 2016.  
· Ms. Stewart was scheduled to co-facilitate the Advancing the Oral Health Movement in Texas (atohmit) launch September 29, 2016.  She was unable to do so due to a death in the family, so Nancy Cline co-facilitated in her absence.  Dr. Stokley attended and reported that approximately 50 people participated with representation from various organizations and agencies.  She felt that there was an excellent response from the listening sessions and numerous work groups created.  The atohmit work groups will be meeting at the summit.
· Ms. Stewart was also unable to attend a meeting at St. David’s Foundation on September 30, 2016 regarding the TxOHC Emergency Department Non-Traumatic Dental Conditions (ED NTDC) project.  Dr. Stokley attended and gave the Board a brief overview of the meeting.
· Ms. Stewart submitted TxOHC presentation “Denture Care for Caregivers” to Maria Wellisch.  Link to the video is Denture Care for CNA Caregivers – by TxOHC.  The video is approximately 15 minutes in length.

· Perinatal Oral Health Program:  
· The Texas Oral Health Summit will be held November 3-4, 2016 at the Wyndham Garden Hotel in Austin Beth Stewart, Chairman reported the following regarding the summit:
· We still need presenters for the poster presentations.  She asked the Board to discuss with those who have presented in the past or to colleagues to present posters.
