Chairman Harrington welcomed everyone to the conference call.  The agenda was approved with additions to new business.

Minutes:

Treasurer’s Report:
February and March 2016 have been reconciled and dDetailed P&L  statements were reviewed.  February and March, 2016 P&L statement was reviewed.  The February statement has been reconciled and March will be available during the next conference call.

Ms. Stewart advised the Board that the CPA had requested a process for determining compensation for the ED/CEO to the Policy on Governance in the Standing Rules of the Coalition.  The policy addition was sent to the Board via email and voted on March 11, 2016.  The addition to the Policy was Unanimously Approved.  




New Business:
· Beth Stewart discussed the DQF grant proposal which had been submitted as a collaboration grant between THI and TxOHC.  The grant outlines five to sixeight (5-68) grassroots listening sessionspotential projects, a project launch meeting and one face-to-face workgroup meeting..  

· TxOHC has responded to an inquiry from DSHS regarding the expansion of TxOHC’s perinatal program.  This is a possible collaboration between HERSA, DSHS and TxOHC.  At this point more detailed funding is requitedrequested  for the proposal. The Board will have an update at the next conference board meeting in June.

· Dr. Owens gave an informational update on the current March of Dimes perinatal grant for the Corpus Christi area.  Dr. Johnson discussed on the Honey Child Program in Houston, which is a collaboration between two (2) churches and the March of Dimes.   This grant targets Mothers 8 or 9 prenatal sessions.  The Board discussed the possibly possibility of a partnership between the March of Dimes and TxOHC.

· Ms. Stewart discussed the possible agenda for the November 4, 2016 TxOHC Oral Health Summit.  She indicated that the committee has identified confirmed severaseveral l Key note speakers for the meeting as well as a tentative agenda.  This will be presented to the Board in June.  There will be a pre-conference board dinner on Thursday with guests invited and a pPost-cConference Board meeting.  The Sponsor perspective prospective is on the web sitewebsite.  She asked that all Board members help in recruiting vendors for the summit. 

· The Planning Committee was announced and approved by the Board.

· Dr. Wellisch discussed the mission of Morning Side Ministry’s Learn (MML) program.    She discussed the grant that TxOHC could utilize to produce videos for senior adults and their caregivers.  Each video produced is between 5 to 10 minutes and would be produced at no cost to TxOHC.  These videos could then be put on the web site along with other avenues for use. The current videos and materials are utilized in all 50 states and other countries.   She encouraged us to begin in May for production in June.  Potential topics are to be submitted to Beth as soon as possible.  Beth will contact Sara Dirks to see if she has possible photos and a presentation we could utilize.

· The next Board Conference call is scheduled for June 9, 2016 at 12:00 noon (CDT).  A poll will be sent for August and October Conference calls.

· Nancy Cline reported on the Sunset Staff report and summary.  It will be sent to the Board to review.  She described the process prior to any legislation changes.  The Board discussed that after hearing her discussion, they did not feel TxOHC needed to take any action due to our current agenda.  Members were encouraged to respond to the Chairman and members after reviewing the report.

Old Business: 
· ADAF Harris Grant Project Update:  Sherdeana Owens gave an update on the Project stating all the “onesies” and other materials have been distributed to the organizations.  400 sets in Houston, 48 in San Marcosherman and 48 in Corpus Christi.  A few were kept as examples for use in future projects.  There is much excitement about a prenatal presentation in June and the possibility for expansion of the program.

· Beth discussed the fundraising activity which was matching contributions. This can be found on the latest and future e-briefs.

· Beth discussed the next step in the work groups.  They will be meeting at the Summit in November.  Currently the groups are making plans to move forward with the outlined activities.
