Chairman Erik Harrington, DDS, PhD called the meeting of the Texas Oral Health Coalition Board of Directors conference call to order at 12:01 PM (CST), June 9, 2016

Welcome: 
Chairman Harrington welcomed everyone to the conference call.  The agenda was approved with no additions.   

Appointment of Minutes Review Committee: 
The following Board members were appointed to review the June 9, 2016 minutes:  Rhonda Stokley and Christina Murphey.

Minutes: 
The minutes from the April 7, 2016 Board Meeting were discussed with minor corrections noted.  Minutes were APPROVED unanimously as corrected.
 
Treasurer’s Report:
The detailed May, 2016 P&L statement was reviewed.  The May statement has been reconciled and filed.  

Old Business: 

· Sherdeana Owens reported on the status of the American Dental Association Foundation (ADAF) Grant.  The final grant report is due to the Grantee June 30, 2016.  Dr. Owens reported that there was much excitement from the individuals and communities involved who participated in the project.  The next step in the perinatal project is information sharing which is composed of text messages over a 24-month period.  These messages target behavioral changes. 

· Beth Stewart reported on the Texas Municipal Utilities Association (TMUA) conference in Kerrville regarding community water fluoridation (CWF).  Ms. Stewart reported that it was an excellent meeting with positive outcomes.  Dr. Johnny Johnson, DMD, MS, President of the American Fluoridation Society, presented the pro-fluoridation argument during what was billed as the “Great Debate.”  Beth prepared and disseminated pro-cwf packets on behalf of TxOHC to attendees and reported that after the presentation Marshall, Texas began fluoridation again while the City Council debates the issue.  

· Beth Stewart reported that the Texas Health Institute (THI) and the TxOHC DentaQuest Foundation (DQF) grant was approved May 29, 2016.  TxOHC will coordinate workgroups, listening sessions and social media.  She will be going to Austin to discuss the contract.  Additional details about the listening sessions and launch will be shared with the Board as they develop.  

· Beth Stewart reported that the Department of State Health Services Oral Health Program (DSHS OHP) did not award TxOHC a contract to expand the perinatal program.  Rhonda Stokley, DSHS OHP Dental Director commented that all though the proposal was excellent, DSHS must go in another direction at this time.  She indicated that they would reevaluate the proposal in the future. 

· Nancy Cline reported on the Texas State Board of Dental Examiners Sunset review.  She said that a public hearing is scheduled on Jun 23, 2016 beginning at 9AM.  The hearing agenda is on the state website and comments can either be submitted in written form or given orally.  Contact Nancy to get the website address if needed.

New Business:

· David Cappelli, Nancy Cline and Sandy Tesch where tasked by the TxOHC Board to meet with Rhonda Stokley, at the Texas Department of State Health Services  to review and collaborate with DSHS on a revision of the current State Oral Health Plan (SOHP) which was developed in 2012.  The group met in Austin on June 5, 2016 at DSHS offices to discuss the history of the previous plan and the process that was used to generate the 2012 SOHP. The team reviewed several other states oral health plans and considered two or three that would be used as a model for Texas.  The group identified six overarching goals for the new oral health plan.  The goals are currently under review.  

· Beth Stewart reported that TxOHC has applied to participate in the Health Resources in Action (HRiA), a DQF funded community water fluoridation T/TA program, with the Texas Health Institute (THI).  More information to follow as the program is funded and has begun.

· Maria Wellisch reminded the Board about the offer for Morningside Ministries (mm.Learn) to produce a video for TxOHC from their Grant funded project.  Ms. Wellisch suggested a short 5-10 minute video about services or information that is important for seniors.  It must be completed by August 30, 2016 and she will need the name and contact number for the person willing to present on the video.  They need logos and any PowerPoints to be presented in the videos.  After discussion, the Board suggested Dr. Dirks be the presenter.  Beth was to discuss this with both Dr. Dirks and Maria.

· Beth gave a brief update about her attendance at the National Oral Health Conference April 16-20 in Cincinnati, OH and the Board meeting for the American National Oral Health Coalitions on April 17, 2016.  To summarize, the courses and meetings were informative and the networking excellent as always.
